What is the ROMC Reference Library and Archive?

The ROMC Reference Library and Archive will provide materials on multiculturalism, focusing on Richard Oakes and the occupation of 
Alcatraz. Richard Oakes was a leader of a group of students and native activists who occupied Alcatraz island in the bay by San Francisco. 
Our library will gather materials exploring the legacy of this pivotal event in the American Indian Movement.

The classroom has its own history, set of rules and its own language, all of which can exclude students from diverse ethnicities. The ROMC 
library, housed in student-governed and student-sta�ed building, creates a di�erent environment. As a place they can call their own, 
students and Bay Area community members can continue to learn beyond the classroom. These lessons empower people to foster change 
both on campus and in the communities that surround SF State.

The library might be a small physical space, but we have grand plans. The website will be the online branch of the library, allowing us to 
reach a much bigger audience than is possible from our physical location.
